Dear Ranger Swick:

The Coeur d’Alene Forest Coalition has been able to reach a support consensus for the following parts of the Blue Alder Project:

1. 1,200 acres of harvest under the “new” prescription that we have developed with the assistance of the scientific and silvaculture expertise.

2. The brush-field rehabilitation work that is needed for wildlife benefits.

3. The fuels reduction work that is needed to protect property and resources.

4. The pre-commercial thinning that comports with desired results of the prescription that has been developed. 

5. The road removals as proposed.

The Coeur d’Alene forest Coalition has not been able to reach consensus on the two proposed new roads, one at Stella Creek and one at Marie Creek.  

The Coalition supports the Blue Alder project with these above reservations regarding the proposed two roads.  It may be best that an alternative be proposed that does not contain these two roads.  We look forward to reviewing the NEPA documents and the cumulative impacts analysis.  This may engage us in further discussions about the Blue Alder project.  We certainly look forward to working on the next project within the Coeur d’Alene District of the Idaho Panhandle National Forest.
